Chaudhary on Wednesday, 
Mayor Malti Rai said that 
the water logging should be 
removed on top priority. She 
said that special attention 
should be paid to rational- 
ization of sanitation work- 
ers in small and dense set- 
tlements, quick redressal of 
problems of citizens. 

It is our goal to make the 
city number one in cleanli- 
ness. Work has to be done 
for this and in the remain- 
ing time for Swachh 
Survekshan - 2022, cleanli- 

ness related activities have to 
be conducted with full 
capacity through all 
resources and staff. 

In the meeting held in 
the corporation office, apart 
from Additional 
Commissioner MP Singh, 

health officers, assistant 
health officers and others 
were present. The Mayor 
reviewed the health depart- 
ment zone wise in the meet- 
ing and assessed the avail- 
able resources, staff, clean- 
liness and Swachh Bharat 
Mission related works in 
each ward during fogging 
and rain. 

She also inquired about 
the waterlogging in many 
areas due to heavy rains in 

the past days and directed 
that the situation should be 
rectified at the earliest. 

During the review meet- 
ing, the Mayor took infor- 
mation regarding garbage 
vehicles, JCBs, robots and 
employees and night clean- 
ing arrangements. She took 
information from the health 
officers and assistant health 
officers of each zone/ ward 
regarding cleanliness works, 
number of employees etc. 

The Mayor directed that 
by making the best use of all 
the resources and staff, the 
cleanliness system should be 
made at a high level so that 
complaints of piling garbage 
are not received from any- 
where in the city. 

  

Flood water is receding in Bhind, Morena and Sheopur: CM 
Bhopal: Chief Minister Shivraj 
Singh Chouhan has said that 
saving lives of people is our pri- 
ority. Water is rising slightly in 
Bhind, Morena and Sheopur, 
but the situation is under con- 
trol. 

The flood water is receding 
in the rest of the state. The state 
government is also keeping a 
close watch on the rising water 
level in Chambal. People from 
low-lying places have been 
brought to relief camps. SDRE, 
NDRE, Home Guard person- 
nel, police and administration 
are active for the rescue oper- 
ation. 

Also, army helicopters are 
ready and will be used when 
required. It is likely that 
Chambal water will start reced- 
ing in Morena and Bhind. 
Chief Minister Chouhan said 
this in a discussion with media 
representatives in AITMS cam- 
pus. 

Chief Minister Chouhan 
said that there are many chal- 
lenges in the remaining districts 
of the state, prominent among 
which are cleanliness, removal 
of silt, spraying of medicines to 
prevent spread of diseases and 
other arrangements related to 
health check-up, ensuring sup- 

ply of drinking water and 
restoring power supply. Chief 
Minister Chouhan informed 
that transformers were sub- 
merged at many places in flood- 
affected areas, sub-stations were 
filled with water. The staff is 
working continuously to restore 
the power supply. 

Chief Minister Chouhan 
said that many houses have 
completely collapsed due to 
water logging in the houses and 
many houses have been 
destroyed. For such affected 
families, arrangements for tea,
