He said that their role
can be decisive in the efforts to
make people self-reliant by
mobilizing financial resources.
He congratulated the state gov-
ernment for the rapid eco-
nomic progress of the state.

Patel was addressing the
inaugural session of the
Voluntary Conference orga-
nized for participation in devel-
opment by Atal Bihari Vajpayee

Institute of Good Governance
and Policy Analysis at
Kushabhau Thakare
International Convention
Center. In the conference, rep-
resentatives of voluntary orga-
nizations, donor agencies, orga-
nizations participating in devel-
opment works and scholars
from 52 districts of the state
were present.

The Governor said that vol-
untary organizations should try
to change the society by setting
their own example. Expecting
their cooperation in the control
of sickle cell, he said that a large
part of about 1.75 core tribal
population of the state is suf-
fering from the genetic disease
sickle cell. He had first organized

a sickle cell check-up camp at
the Raj Bhavan. Out of 55, 12
were found to be carriers of sick-
le cell which shows the gravity
of the situation. He informed
that fruitful efforts have been
made by the central and state
governments towards the con-
trol of sickle cell anemia disease. 

The work of disease identi-
fication is being done on a large
scale in Alirajpur and Jhabua
districts. Giving information
about the nature, form and
control of the disease, he told
that in the year 2006, when
Prime Minister Narendra Modi
was the Chief Minister of
Gujarat, at that time extensive
work was done on sickle cell
control.

Jatav sentenced life

imprisonment to rape
accused and was fined Rs
1000; accused raped a minor
in the year 2019.

The case was registered
with Gandhi Nagar police
under sections  376  of the
IPC and section 3 and 4 of
the POCSO Act.

The accused Azad Nat
was punished with life
imprisonment and a fine of
Rs 1000, under Section 376
Bhadvi and 3 and 4 POCSO
Act, for non-payment of
fine, one month additional
rigorous imprisonment to
be paid.

In the said case, the gov-
ernment was represented by
TP Gautam, Special Public
Prosecutor and Sarla Kahar,
Assistant Special Public
Prosecutor.

State capital recorded day
temperature near to 42
degree Celsius on Friday

which the highest of season at
41.7 degree Celsius.

State and state capital wit-
nessed hot and humid conditions
which gripped the state for last
one week and would continue to
prevail till mid of month.

Heat wave conditions are
likely to persist over Madhya
Pradesh during next 5 days while
no significant change is likely in
the maximum temperature in

most parts of the state during the
next 5 days. Madhya Pradesh
along with Rajasthan and Gujarat
have been completely dry during
this season so far. Across the bor-
der, parts of Pakistan are wit-
nessing scorching heat with tem-
peratures exceeding 46 degrees
Celsius.

Hot winds are blowing in the
border parts of Rajasthan and
Gujarat. Continuous heat is
reaching the border states from
the dry areas of Pakistan. As a
result, 44.5 degree Celsius was
recorded in Rajgarh and
Hoshangabad.

Heat wave continues today
in two cities of Madhya Pradesh
(Rajgarh and Hoshangabad) 45
degree Celsius, in ten cities
(Khandwa, Khargone, Naugaon,
Guna, Dhar, Gwalior, Khajuraho,
Sagar, Sidhi and Ratlam) around
44 degree Celsius.

The maximum temperature
was In 12 cities of Madhya
Pradesh, it was around 44 to 45
degree Celsius, 42 degree celcius
in eight cities, 41 degree Celsius
in 6 cities. In view of the outbreak
of heat, two cities of Madhya
Pradesh remained relatively cold
(around 40 degree Celsius).

Bhopal: State capital witnessed fire at two different on Friday;
at 6 in the morning, a big fire broke out in the Udyamita Bhawan
located on Jail Hill and after some time fire broke out at a pri-
vate building in MP Nagar. The fire tender vehicles were pressed
into service soon after the fire broke out at these two places which
took over 3-4 hours to pacify the fire at these places.

Police and Municipal Corporation employees had to put hard
efforts  to control the fire at both the places. The fire that broke
out in the office of MPIDC at Udyamita Bhavan was brought
under control in about three hours, but sparking continued till
noon. The fire was brought under control with the help of more
than 30 fire tenders and over a dozen fire tender vehicles.

The office of MPIDC (MP Industrial Development
Corporation Limited) is located in Udyamita Bhawan located at
Jail Hill which  caught fire in the morning. Furniture, AC-cool-
ers, fans, important documents etc. were burnt to ashes in the
fire.The fire broke out at non-working hours due to which no
damage of life was reported and only material damage occurred
in the fire. Fire officer Rameshwar Neel said, the cause of the fire
is not known. The fire was brought under control with the help
of about 20 vehicles. Police fire brigade was also engaged in con-
trolling the fire. The fire had engulfed the entire fourth floor of
the building and required hard efforts for the firemen to extin-
guish the fire which started at a height of about 80 feet.
