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Study, evaluation, research of Happiness scale to be conducted

hief Minister Mohan
‘ Yadav said that it is impor-

tant to educate today’s
youth about the lives of exem-
plary individuals and historical
figures from Indian culture. He
instructed to formulate a plan to
conduct activities in co-ordina-
tion with other departments to
achieve this goal. Dr. Yadav
directed the Anand Department
should ensure that published
works on these cultural icons are
easily accessible to students in
schools and colleges.
Citing the life of Lord Shri
Krishna, he pointed out that
Krishna dedicated himself to
the welfare of the world until his
ultimate goals were realized,
with his family member's also
making sacrifices for the happi-
ness of others. Dr. Yadav noted
that history is replete with unique

examples of people who sacri-
ficed their lives and happiness for
the well-being of others. He
stressed the need to bring these
significant chapters and incidents
from history to the attention of
the present generation.

Yadav reviewed the Anand
Department and Rajya Anand
Sansthan at the Mantralaya
today. He emphasized on the
need to assess the scale of hap-
piness through a study conduct-
ed in collaboration with a high-
er education institution or an IIT
within the state. Dr. Yadav also
proposed that every district
should have a dedicated center or
building for ideological and cre-
ative activities, with the involve-
ment of the Urban Development
Department. He specified that
this building should be distinct
from Manglik Bhavan and serve
as a venue for creative pro-
grammes_involving both the
city’s intelligentsia and the gen-

eral public.

Yadav emphasized that the
Anand Department should col-
laborate with institutions such as
the Sports Department, School
and  Higher Education
Departments, and Jan Abhiyan
Parishad to carry out its activi-
ties. He stated that the lives of
citizens should be both materi-
ally prosperous and joyful, not-
ing that a peaceful individual
contributes to the development
of a happy and prosperous soci-
ety. Dr. Yadav urged the Anand
Department to coordinate with
various departments to pro-
mote a sense of joy across the
state.

The Chief Minister suggested
that the Anand Department
could also incorporate services
for the elderly into its work.
Specifically, efforts could be
made to connect seniors over
the age of 75 with various insur-
ance schemes and to assist them

in accessing healthcare services
or treatment at hospitals.
Yadav noted that in some cities,
social organizations are already
providing spectacles to the
elderly after conducting eye
tests. He suggested that similar
initiatives aimed at enhancing
individual well-being should be
studied and documented, so
that these successful social pro-
grammes can be replicated in
other urban areas.

Mohan Yadav mentioned that
the Higher Education
Department, through various
colleges, has undertaken the
initiative of adopting villages,
with approximately 2,000 vil-
lages identified across the state.
In these villages, both National
Service Scheme participants
and other general students
engage in service activities. He
emphasized the importance of
continuing these efforts.

It was told in the meeting that

the Happiness Department has
prepared a plan for stress relief
and training in joyful behavior.
Gram Panchayat Secretary,
Employment Assistant, Patwari,
Municipal Corporation and
Municipality employees and
policemen will be included in
this.

The department is working to
develop Anand Gram. On a
pilot basis, such villages, where
the spirit of goodwill, brother-
hood, mutual cooperation and
happiness are prominent, will be
brought forward as examples.
Since its establishment in 2016,
the Anand Department in
Madhya Pradesh has organized
3,334 programs including
online Alpaviram programmes
witnessing participation from
over 17,000 individuals.
Additionally, more than 560
Anand Clubs are registered
across the state, actively
involved in various initiatives.

Action on pollution testing vehicles and school vans

Sharma from July 01, all
the mobile and permanent pol-
lution testing centers under the
Regional Transport Officer
Office, Indore were given nec-
essary information and instruc-
tions to issue certificates after
checking the pollution of vehicles
through online method.

validity of the pollution testing
authority letter issued to the
center by the Regional Transport
Office, Indore expired on

expiry of the validity, pollution
testing certificates of vehicles are

Similarly, pollution testing cer-
tificates were being made unau-
thorizedly without the necessary
machine in vehicle number
MP09V6416 Maruti omni Van,
which were found to be issued
from the online ID of
Maharashtra and Haryana state.
Taking action as per rules on
unauthorized issuance of pollu-
tion test certificates at the above
mentioned two centers, Maruti
Omni van and pollution testing
machines were confiscated.
Special checking of school vehi-
cles is being done by the Regional
Transport Office Indore. In
which the speed of the vehicle,
speed governor and documents
are being checked. Feedback is

Police revealed that the accused,

She suspects before the police
that her husband killed him and
is absconding.
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Man nabbed for assaulting doctor at Jag Pravesh hospital

56-year-old man has
Abeen arrested for

allegedly assaulting
doctors and misbehaving
with nursing staff at the Jag
Pravesh Chandra Hospital
in  Northeast Delhi’s
Usmanpur area.
This comes in the wake of
protests carried out by doc-
tors to ensure safety for
healthcare workers following
the brutal rape and murder of
a trainee doctor in Kolkata
hospital and a week after the
Health Ministry issued guide
lines that if any hospital staff
is attacked by anyone the FIR
in the matter should be filed
within six hours.
According to police officials
on Thursday, the man had
come with his 52 year old
wife Sameena Khan to the
hospital for treatment on
‘Wednesday night when he
allegedly assaulted doctors.
The husband runs a spare
part shop.
The man also allegedly also
made a derogatory remark
regarding the Kolkata case
while asking why medics in
Delhi were concerned about
it. "What happened if a girl
died in Kolkata? Why are you
concerned about it in Delhi?"
the FIR read.
As the accused threatened the
doctors and abused them,
hospital staffers recorded it

According to the FIR, the
accused's wife was given
medication by the doctor on
duty based on her complaints
but her husband refused
those and instead suggested
his own mode of treatment,
a police official said.

"A Person came to the casu-
alty around 9:00 pm on
Wednesday and the patient
was given medication accord-
ing to the complaints of the
patient (his wife). But he
refused the treatment given
by casualty doctors on duty.
He told the doctors to give his
wife a particular injection. He
then started hurling abuses at
doctors due to which the
work got affected,” read the
FIR.

Dr Rajneesh, a junior resident
at the hospital said that when
the hospital staffers ignored
the man's suggestions, he

became violent and started
misbehaving with the doc-
tors. "We tried to pacify him
but he started abusing us and
assaulted some of us. He also
misbehaved with our nursing
staff," the doctor said.

The FIR claimed that the
accused shouted on the hos-
pital premises, hampering
the treatment of other
patients, and destroyed gov-
ernment property. He force-
fully went inside the doctors'
duty room and provoked
other people to beat the
medics, it claimed. Eight per-
sons including the doctors
and patients suffered injuries
in the incident.

"After this incident he force-
fully came inside the Doctors
Duty room and started shout-
ing and abusing. He also
started provoking other atten-
dants to beat the doctors. He
physically assaulted the doc-
tors on duty," FIR read.
Deputy Commissioner of
Police (northeast) Joy Tirkey
said an FIR under BNS sec-
tions 221 (obstructing public
servant in discharge of pub-
lic functions), 221 (1) volun-
tarily causing hurt to deter
public servant from his duty
and 132 (use of criminal
force to deter public servant
from discharge of his duty)
was registered at New Usman
Police Station. Further inves-
tigation is underway, the
police officer said.
